Specific Conditions and Obligations


When submitting your crew application you must agree to the following conditions. Please sign and date this page to confirm that you have read, and agree to the following:�


Financial


The expedition has significant running costs and crew members are asked to make a contribution towards the costs of life on board for sustenance. This is charged at a rate of £10 (GBP) p/day – payable in advance of joining the ship. 





Accidents, Danger to Life


Whilst the expedition will benefit from modern navigational, safety and communications equipment there are still significant risks attached to the expedition and all individual participation in it.  Crew members should consider the major risks involved and absolve the expedition organisation from responsibility should such an accident occur. Such risks include, but are not confined to, the following; man overboard, capsize, sinking, storm damage, fire, cooking accidents, actions of pirates, car/travel accidents whilst visiting countries on the route, theft and mugging. In the planning of Phoenicia various risk assessments have been undertaken and actions have been taken to mitigate risks where practical and within the constraints of the type of expedition being attempted. However, all members of the expedition will face risks of accidents that may endanger life and these risks need to be understood and acknowledged by signing the application below. 





Intellectual Property Rights and Obligations


Part of the income of the expedition will be based on the successful sale of intellectual property rights such as books magazines, film, DVD and so forth.  As a result, individual members of the expedition confirms they understand that they are prohibited from publishing or broadcasting materials that relate to the expedition without written permission from a Director of Ocean Ventures Limited.





In Port Activities


Potential crew members should acknowledge that whilst in port there will still be duties on board the ship and crew members should expect to stay on board the ship. 





Conditions on Board the Ship


Potential crew members must understand the following points before putting themselves forward as a potential crew member.


All members of the expedition will have to participate in the sailing and daily routines of the ship, even if they have specialist roles to fulfil as well.  In particular watch keeping, crewing, galley, repair and maintenance duties will be expected of all participants


Accommodation and living space will be basic and limited, there are no luxury cabins.


The variety of food (limited fresh food) and its preparation will be restricted by the constraints of the expedition


WC facilities will be authentic 600bc version or similar, as will the washing and showering facilities. 


So expect very basic conditions.  This is an expedition with a very challenging objective, not a cruise ship or a sailing holiday.
